In addition to funding annual
scholarships (including tuition, fees, room and board),
donations supplement general operating costs, maintenance
and upkeep of facilities, debt service and budget support
for individual sports.

Athletic Scholarships
POSSE donations support the ever-rising cost of education
for OSU’s 450+ student-athletes. The average cost for a year
of tuition, books, room and board for an OSU student in 2011
was projected to be $16,210 (in-state) / $26,310 (out-of-state).

Varsity Athletics (General Fund)
This fund helps support all Cowboy and Cowgirl varsity sports.

Donor Seating
Specific sections in Boone Pickens Stadium and Gallagher-Iba
Arena require an annual donation to qualify for a season ticket.

Individual (Specific) Sports
Coaches are always in need of donations to help with special
projects that are not covered by their annual budget. Designating
a gift to your favorite sport is one way to help.

Matching Gifts
Many companies provide matching gift programs for employee
contributions. Ask your personnel office about your employer’s
matching gift policy, and double or triple your dollars to OSU
when you submit your company’s matching gift form.

From premium parking to donor seating, the POSSE is at the
heart of the OSU gameday experience. POSSE membership is
automatically granted to donors who give $150 or more annually
to OSU Athletics.

Members have a choice of varying donation levels beginning
with just $12.50 per month and may qualify for multiple benefits.

Make a Donation
Giving to OSU Athletics is as simple as calling 877-2B-POSSE
(toll-free) between 8 am and 5 pm Monday-Friday. You can also
join online at okstateposse.com. For your convenience, gifts may
be made with cash, checks or VISA, MasterCard, American
Express. Your gift is tax-deductible for the calendar year in
which it is made, and are receipted and acknowledged by
the OSU Foundation.

OSU Account Manager
For POSSE members and ticket holders, OSU’s handy Account
Manager feature (accessible via okstate.com) allows online
access to pay and view invoices, sign up for payment plans,
or check your Priority Points, donor history and ticket status.

The POSSE offers six monthly payment plan options for your
annual and donor seating donations. You can also set up payment
plans for your season tickets by calling 877-ALL-4-OSU.

DONOR RANKING

Donors are ranked by points
and lifetime giving at
specific times throughout
the year for the purpose of
seat allocation and post-
season tickets. Donations
made prior to these dates
will help your ranking as it
applies to seating for that
particular sport/event.

GAMEDAY PARKING

POSSE parking for season ticket holders in football, men’s and
women’s basketball and wrestling is based on annual giving
levels to OSU Athletics. In order to receive the benefit of parking,
POSSE members must qualify based upon the following criteria:

•  Be a donor to the POSSE at required level (see chart)
•  Be a season ticket holder of that particular sport

Appropriate POSSE parking credentials must be displayed to
gain admittance into POSSE parking lots. Spaces based on
availability and subject to change.

DONOR SEATING

A great way to support OSU Athletics and qualify for POSSE
membership is through donor seating. Certain sections of Boone
Pickens Stadium and Gallagher-Iba Arena require a per-seat
donation in addition to the season ticket cost. Allocation of new
donor seating requests are based on availability and POSSE
Priority Point ranking.

NEW GRADUATE PROGRAM

grads a considerable discount off annual membership for five
years after graduation.

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THE PRIORITY POINT SYSTEM

The Priority Point System provides a fair, consistent and
transparent method of providing benefits to donors in exchange
for their financial investments in OSU Athletics. Priority Points
determine ranking for season ticket placement and obtaining
tickets to post-season tournaments, away games, bowl and
other special events, as well as upgrading seat location.

Donors gain points three ways: contributions to OSU Athletics,
commitment through season ticket purchases and connection
with the University.

Contributions
All current and lifetime contributions (cash or stock) are
worth 3 points per $100 donated. Planned (deferred) gifts
in the Leave a Legacy endowment campaign receive 1 point
per $100.

Commitment
Donors will earn one point each year for purchasing season
tickets (one point per sport annually), as well as one point for
each year of POSSE membership.

Connection
Donors (or their spouses) who are OSU Alumni receive a one-
time 10 point bonus, as do OSU faculty and staff members and
former letter-winners.
